the reciprocal passage in the un-
populated or desert parts of the in-
ternational boundary line by ‘the
regular jyederal troops of the re-
spective Guvernments in pursuit
of savage hostile Indians.

In the city of Mexico, being present in

the reception room of the Depart-
ment for Foreign Affairs, Seior
Don José Fernandez, Under Secre-
tary in charge of the said Depart-
ment, and Mr. Harry H. Morgan,
Chargé & Affaires ad interim of the
United States of America,the first
manifests that the Executive of the
United States of Mexico having been
authorized by the Chamber of Sen-
ators of the Congress of the Union,
under date of the ninth instant, to
renew the convention of the twenty-
ninth of July, one thousand eight

ONLY ARTICLE.

It is agreed that the Convention
entered into in the city of Wash-
ington on the twenty-ninth day of
July, eighteen hundred and eighty-
two between the United States
of America therein, represented by
Frederick T. Frelinghuysen, Sec-
retary of State of the same, and the
Upnited States of Mexico, therein
represented by Matias Romero,
their Envey Extraordinary and
Minister Plenipotentiary at Wash-
ington, which provides for the
reciprocal passage, in the unpop-
ulated or desert parts of the in-
ternational boundary line, by the
regular federal troops of the re-
spective Governments, in pursuit
of savage hostile Indians, is hereby
renewed in all of its parts, condi-
tions and stipulations except in re-
gard to the time for which the said
agreement will remain in force, the
time of which has been reduced one
year counting from the thirty-first
of October eighteen hundred and
eighty-four; that is until the thirty-
first of October eighteen hundred
and eighty-five.

In faith of which we have signed
and exchanged reciprocally this
Protocol at the city of Mexico, to-
day, the thirty-first of October,
eighteen hundred and eighty-four.
