A PROCLAMATION. 

Preamble. Whereas, a Tr<,aty of Peace between the United States of America 
and Her Majesty the Quet•n Regent of Spain, in the· name of her 
August Son, Don Alfonso XIII, was concluded and signed by their 
respective plenipotentiaries at Paris on the tenth day of December, 
1898, the original of which Convention being in the English and 
Spanish languages, is word for word as follows:

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Who, having assembled in Paris, 
and having exchanged their full 
powers, which were found to be in 
due and proper form, have, after 
discussion of the matters before 
them, agreed upon the following 
articles: 

ARTICLE I. 

Spain relinquishes all claim of 
sovereignty over and title to Cuba. 

And as the island is, upon its 
e~acuation by Spain, to be occu­
pied by the United States, the 
United States wiJI, so long as such 
occupation shall last, assume and 
discharge the obligations that may 
under international law result from 
the fact of its occupation, for the 
protection of life and property. 

ARTICLE II. 

Spain cedes to the United States 
the island of Porto Rico and other 
islands now under Spanish sov­
ereignty in the West Indies, and 
the is1and of Guam in the Marianas 
or Ladrones. 

AR1'1CLE III. 

Spain cedes to the United States 
the archipelago known as the Phil­
ippine Islands, and comprehending 
the islands lying within the follow­
ing line: 

A line running from west to east 
along or near the twentieth paral­
lel of north latitude, and through 
the middle of the navigable chan­
nel of Bachi, from the one hundred 
and eigl1teenth (118th) to the one 
h u n d re d and twenty seventh 
(127th) degree meridian of longi­

ARTICLE VI. 

Spain will, upon .the signature 
of the present treaty, release all 
prisoners of war, and all persons 
detained or imprisoned for politi­
cal offences, in co11nectio11 with 
the insurrectious in Cuba and the 
Philippines and the war' with the 
United States. 

Reciprocally, the United States 
will release all persons made pris­
oners of war by the American 
forces, and will undertake to ob­
tain the release of all Spanish 
prisoners in the hands of the in­
surgents in Cuba and the Philip­
pines. 

The Government of the United 
States will at its own cost return 
to Spain and the (}overnment of 
·Spain will_ at its own cost return 
to the United States, Cuba, Porto­
Rico, aml the Philippines, accord­
iug to the situation of their re­
Rpective liomes, prisoners released 
or caused to be released by them, 
respectively, under this article. 

ARTICLE VII. 

The United States and Spain

Such archives 
and records shall be carefully pre­
served, and private persons shall 
without distinction have the right 
to require, in accordance with law, 
authenticated copies of the con­
tracts, wills and other instruments 
forming part of notarial protocols 
or files, or which may be contained 
in the executive or judicial ar­
chives, be the latter in Spain or in 
the islands aforesaid. 

ARTICLE IX. 

Spanish subjects, natives of the 
Peninsula, residing in the territory 
over which Spain by the present 
treaty relinquishes or cedes her 
sovereignty, may remain in such 
territory or may remove therefrom, 
retaining in either event all their 
rights of property, including the 
right to sell or dispose of such prop­
erty or of its proceeds; and they 
shall also have the right to carry on 
their industry, commerce and pro­
fessions, being subject in respect 
thereof to such laws as are appli­
cable to other foreigners. In case 
they remain in the territory they 
maypreserve their allegiance to the 
Crown of Spain by making, before 
a court of record, withinayearfrom 
the date of the exchange of ratifi­
cations of this treaty, a declaration 
of their decision to preserve such 
allegiance; in default of which dec­
laration they shall be held to have 
renonnced it and to have adopted 
the nationality of the territory in 
which they may reside.

merchant vessels, not engaged in 
the coastwise trade. 

This article may at any time be 
terminated on six months' notice 
given by either Government to the 
other. 

ARTICLE XVI. 

It is understood that any obli­
gations assumed in this treaty by 
the United States with respect to 
Cuba are limited to the time of its 
occupancy thereof; but it will 
upon the termination of such occu­
pancy, advise any Government 
established in the island to assume 
the same obligations.
